When the subject enters the room, the first interrogator asks a doubletalk
question — one which seems straightforward but is essentially nonsensical.
Somethinglike say, “How can you tell if a man with one eye is blinking or
winking?”

Whether the interrogatee tries to answer or not, the second interrogator follows
up (interrupting any attempted response) with a wholly unrelated and equally
illogical query. Maybe something like, “If a death’s head is the shadow of death
then what is the shadow of the shadow of death?”

Sometimes two or more questions are asked simultaneously: “On average, how
many meters longis a black bear’s intestinal tract?” / “Do you think you will be
able to cry underwater?”

Pitch, tone, and volume of the interrogators’ voices are unrelated to the import
of the questions. No pattern of questions and answers is permitted to develop,
nor do the questions themselves relate logically to each other. In this strange
atmosphere the subject finds that the pattern of speech and thought which he
has learned to consider normal have been replaced by an eerie meaninglessness.
The interrogatee may start laughing or refuse to take the situation seriously. But
as the process continues, day after day if necessary, the subject begins to try to
make sense of the situation, which becomes mentally intolerable.

In its simplest form, irony is a mode of speech in which the meaning is contrary
to the words. Friedrich Schlegel describes irony as “an absolute synthesis of
absolute antithesis, the continual self-creating interchange of two conflicting
thoughts.” In the 19th century, Romantic irony was utilized as a means of
critically interrogating modernity and the antithesis between nature and human
activity experienced during the Industrial Revolution. Such separation is

no longer possible as the environment has been compounded together with
economic speculation and legal regulations, like aggregates bound together by
cement. Hence, Adorno’s contention that there is no longer “a crevice in the cliff
of the established order into which the ironist might hook a fingernail.” Irony
has become foundational to the order of things, which yielding new entities

and materials beyond the divide between nature and human activity. Labour
and process attain new critical value in this ‘beyond’ as a form of grace that
consciously embodies physicality and materiality.

Second only to water, concrete is the most consumed material. For every person
in the world, three tonnes of concrete are used per year. “Concretus” in Latin
means grown together, compacted, condensed or compounded. In its thick
liquid state concrete can be molded in various shapes and forms, making it
easily transportable and workable. Similarly, the word “plastic” derives from the
Greek “plastikos” meaning “capable of being shaped or molded.” Understanding
the material qualities of concrete and plastic may assist in deconstructing and
critiquing the post-ironic ideological foundations of Western civilization.

While I am excavating through Geology and its link to time, Archeology in
correspondence with space, and History shaping within the body, I find abstraction,
metaphysics, and the imaginary unfolding in unseenable voids.

Threefold - composed of three bodies of work: Mother Tongue, Rock Paper
Scissors, and Missing Piece - investigates the notion of a/the “world image” and
the philosophy of perception applied to visual, cognitive and phrenic senses
and their thresholds. The image and the replica of the image in different formats
of casting (sculpture) and documenting (photography) is in conversation with
the perception of time, agency and familiarity; with the shift and function of
photography in archacology, more specifically. The work acts out the role of
molding as memory/photography, and as an inexplicable frozenness of time.

Disruption has immaterial consequences that becomes the work material, a
psychosomatic exploration of objects beyond forms in non-linguistic events.
Document matters yet in every narrative, within layers of fiction, there is almost
astory that has a potential to be activated. Like curses and rumors that collide on
the mundane moments of uncertainty in misplacements and interruptions, their
lack of visibility becomes visible and tangible in a socio-political landscape.

As a substance that oozes between fiction and reality, Flubber has made
numerous appearances in literature and cinema between 1942 and 1997. Across
these various manifestations, Flubber has performed a variety of roles. [t was
once an artificial rubber, a children’s toy, a super-fuel, a substance to control the
weather, and a sentient being. Between its conceptual transformations, the story
of Flubber is directly linked to questions of materiality and form.

Today, Flubber is most popular as a substance for children’s play. The
performance of this play is no longer just the handling of the material, butis
instead embedded in the process of making the substance - in playing the role
of the inventor. Following a variety of how- to-make-Flubber videos available
on YouTube, one can now easily create Flubber using common household
ingredients. The Rubber Solution draws from the recipes available in these
videos to produce a sculptural arrangement featuring Flubber in three distinct
colours, multiple Ziploc bags, and a McDonalds Happy Meal toy from 1998.

This body of work deals with writings and poems that exist on the margins of
canonical Arabic literature. Poetry that describes the architecture and spatiality
of old monuments was a key form of Abbasid poetic tradition, as language was
considered an evocative and powerful mode of recording and representing
physical spaces for posterity. The slippage between word and image in such
poems is mirrored in the imperfect preservation of historic texts. Many such
poems exist now only through the footnotes of other documents, referenced but
uncredited, republished in part, or lost forever to the endless fragmentation of
sources in libraries and within manuscripts.

This series explores the implications raised by such poems, and the idea of
uncredited literature. Untethered from their writers and eras, such poems

are vulnerable to anthologists eager to accord authorship. Addressing the
speculative, partial nature of historiography, the series engages with that which
exists outside of the historical canon, which constitutes its negative space.
Working with writing, fiction, sculpture and installation, the works examine our
understanding of literature, of sources, of originality, of authorship, and how
histories are written.

Hussein Nassereddine (b.1993) lives and works in Beirut. His work in video,
installation, image and writing originates from a practice around language that builds
fragile monuments - some verbal, some sonic, some tactile - rooted in collective
histories and resources of poetry, ruins, construction, and image-making.The works
often find their resonance in personal observations and narratives, connecting to
broader interests in historiography and monumentality.

On February 25, 2009, a joint decision taken by the Lebanese Ministry of
Tourism and the Ministry of Interior called for the implementation of urban
policies that regulate the noise emitted by various touristic and entertainment
establishments. On April i4, 2017, the Governor of Beirut issued a statement
enforcing the application of previously issued noise laws. However, both

these decrees excluded a notable noise generating environment in Beirut: the
construction site. As a space that constitutes a vital fragment of the Lebanese
economy, it harbors almost exclusively the labor of migrant workers, and, as
such, is excluded from processes of legal implementation, situatingit as a state of
exception.

This comes as no surprise, seeing how a critical reading of several noise
abatement campaigns throughout the 20th century portray unwanted sound
and the body of'its maker as subjects for regulation and monitoring.

Aligned with the anthological assessment of noise suppression, the
exceptionalization of the construction site in Lebanon morphs into a state that
administers the workers body through the measurable act of noise making
and its frequencies-an observation that aims at revealing the deployment and
orchestration of noise through the model of real estate business.

520,579 mz illustrates the power exchange that occurs between the worker at

the construction site and the resident nearby, through different techniques of
psychoacoustics and the management of hearing damage. The piece overlaps
found field recordings from multiple construction sites and generated

samples from more than 68 algorithmically controlled randomness engines.
These samples go through multiple layers of processing and phasing that can
generatively reach white noise in a closed and insulated environment that is,

in turn, reverberated. This results in physical qualities that mimic acoustically
insulated architectural solutions in commercial residential complexes: The more
noise is generated during the building process, the higher the living standards of
the residence will be.
