This video attempts to recreate the same invading colors and feelings | experienced
nine years ago once upon a Saturday night on Monot Street.

Gheith Al-Amine was born in 1973. He completed a BA and a Masters in video

art at the Holy Spirit University of Kaslik (USEK). He made the stop motion video
